FICUS

Water:

Allow tree types to dry out about an inch or two
into the soil between thorough soakings. Creeping
varieties should be kept evenly moist at all times.
Never allow the roots to stand in water - this is fatal
to all types. Fertilize monthly, March through
October, with an all purpose fertilizer.

Light:

Bright light; some direct sun is essential for trees.
Creeping varieties will thrive in bright indirect light.

Repotting:

Avoid frequent repotting. Repot every two to three
years in the spring. Use a well-draining potting soil.
